Preparing Images for Portfolio Presentation
Using a Computer:
1.  Shoot images with a digital camera and save as JPGs.

2. JPEG—Joint Photographic Experts Group (.jpg)

The JPEG format is used to optimize large photos for multimedia use, such as the Internet or a slide presentation.  Richard Harrington March 30, 2007, Peachpit press,  (http://www.peachpit.com/articles/article.aspx?p=703794)

3.  Put images in a folder labeled with your last name on your desktop. (PC or Mac)  Resolution should be set at 72 dpi.

4.  Using either the folder or creating a simple PowerPoint presentation, submit your 10 best images as your portfolio.  Make sure each image has your name in the lower left hand corner.

5.  Use a CD to contain your Images in a folder labeled with your last name, or create a simple PowerPoint presentation and embed your images (1 per slide) in the presentation.  Please use either a white or black background for your slide images in PowerPoint.

6.  Each image should be labeled in the following manner:


Name, medium, size, date

7.  All work should have been done in the past two years.

8.  Priority will be given to applicants who have worked from direct observation or imagination, rather than copying photographs or images from magazines, books, or the internet.  Originality matters.

9.  Burn a CD with your PowerPoint file or individual jpgs in a file folder labeled with your last name.

10.  Try out what you have created on both a PC and a Macintosh computer to make sure they will work.

Using images converted by a drugstore or photographic service:

1.  Take your images from the camera to the drugstore or photographic service and tell them you need to burn a CD with your 10 best images.

2.  It may be necessary to print out more than you need to see which are your best.  Choose your top 10 images.

3.  Ask to have a CD burned with JPGs of these top 10 works.  Optimum size for each image should be 9” high x 11” wide, @ 72dpi.

4.  If possible, label each image on the CD itself, and if that is not possible, please provide an 8.5”x11” paper with each image in the following order:


1.  Name, medium, size, date


2. Name, medium, size, date


3. Name, medium, size, date    etc.  

5.  Mail your CD along with your application to:
