BIO4330 - FINDING EVOLUTION LITERATURE

Finding Evolutionary Topics in the Literature
· Biological Abstracts – The main life sciences research database to articles from over 3700 periodicals, including some in full text. Use the Major Concept: ‘Evolution and Adaption’ and connect it to a particular topic or organism by subject.
· Academic Search Premier (EBSCOHost) – Access to over 4650 titles, both news sources and a wide range of academic journals, including over 3000 full-text peer-reviewed titles. Use the Subject: ‘Evolution (Biology) and connect it to a particular topic or organism by subject. Use the peer-reviewed limiter to get only academic journal titles.
· MEDLINE (via EbscoHost) – The main medical research database to articles from over 19,000 periodicals, including some in full text. Use the MeSH heading ‘Evolution – Major Concept’ and connect it to particular topic or organism by subject.
· SPU Library Catalogs: - Access to our local and Summit catalogs. Start with ‘SU: Evolution SU: topic or organism’. 
· Google Scholar Advanced Search: off-campus access through library Databases page to get

full-text links. Put key phrase in quotation marks (e.g. “evolution of flight”). 
Google Books: sections of books on select topics. Put key phrase in quotation marks (e.g. “evolution of flight”).

Obtaining Items:
· SPU Library: Journals A-Z identifies periodicals available either full-text online or in paper on the lower level of the library
· InterLibrary Loan (ILLiad): Plan for a one to two-week turn-around time. Forms via SPU Library web site.  InterLibrary Loans can be placed directly through Biological Abstracts, MEDLINE via EbscoHost, and Academic Search Premier while doing your search!
· Summit Book Requests: take about 3-5 days to arrive. Books check out for 6 weeks.
· Other Regional Libraries:
UW Libraries, particularly their Natural Sciences Library. The SPU Online Catalog provides access to the UW library catalogs to identify which journals they carry.
· Google Scholar: Sometimes typing in the article title will provide an available link. Full-text links are available by first accessing Google Scholar through SPU Library Databases, when off-campus.
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
