BIO2101 – Locating Scientific Articles

BROWSING THE SPU PRINT COLLECTION
1. Located on library lower level; arranged alphabetically by journal/magazine title.
2. Refer to list of titles from the Report on a Biological Research Paper assignment.

3. Look at tables of contents for topics of interest from relevant journals on the list between 2010 to the present.
4. Make sure article follows the scientific research literature format (e.g. Intro, Methods, Results, Discussion).

5. Photocopy article in the library (on either lower level or main level).
USING ACADEMIC SEARCH PREMIER (ASP) TO IDENTIFY TOPICS OF INTEREST

1. Locate ASP on the Library website – go to Articles and Research Databases
2. Put search terms in search box(es) and bring up Results.
3. Under Refine your results,
(a) Click on Show More, selecting Scholarly (Peer Reviewed) Journals, Full Text, SEATTLE PACIFIC UNIV and then Document Type, selecting Article. Click Search.
(b) Limit date line to 2010-2012 and click Update 
4. If no articles are found, try new search terms. 
5. First look at the citation to see the length of the article. Then, look at the article to make sure it follows the scientific research literature format. 
6. Photocopy or print off the article to turn in with your assignment.
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
