Program(s):  At Denny International Middle School, continued AVID program small-group tutorial work, and transitioned to a combination of pull-out and push-in assistance in Mathematics classrooms specifically at both Denny and Hamilton International Middle School after 2009.  Staffed a new Freshman Achievement Center at Sealth, and undertook tutoring assistance at Ingraham High School at the request of the district.
Outcome(s):  UTSS’ Mathematics assistance at Denny has corresponded with significant and steady WASL/MSP gains, our targeted academic outcome.  Denny’s average WASL (now MSP) pass-rates for grades 6-8 rose from 34% in 2008 to 61% in 2011, with substantial gains in linear fashion each year.  Program evaluation at Sealth focused on increased Freshman retention and Sophomore promotion, critical indicators of graduation rates.  Sealth’s percentage of earning the required 5 credits through passing core and elective courses also rose in unbroken linear fashion from 65% to 89% from 2008-2011.

Outcome:  Increasing 10th grade WASL Mathematics pass rates – required for graduation – through an elective preparation course was the reason for applying for funds and the core of the outreach.  Sealth had a 25% pass rate among 2005 Sophomores, and our goal was to build student confidence and capacity for a test they could take up to five times by focusing on raw score improvement over their first sitting.  Prior to ending this aspect of the outreach due to passing the 10th grade WASL being eliminated as a graduation requirement in Washington state, the first two cohorts that took the preparation elective averaged a 17% gain in raw scores.
